Hundreds of young people from all over Lebanon,
as well as Caritas staff, doctors and nurses worked ‘hand
in hand’ to distribute emergency kits, clean the streets and
tend to the sick in the face of August’s terrible blast.

In South-East Asia, typhoon season swept across the
region with devastating force. This included Typhoon
Molave, which wreaked havoc across Vietnam and Super
Typhoon Goni, which impacted a staggering 402,458
families across the Philippines, destroying or damaging
essential infrastructure such as roads and schools before
whipping through parts of Cambodia. With your support
Caritas staff were on the ground in the Philippines and
Cambodia with emergency first response supplies such as
food, hygiene and sanitation support.

In Pope Francis’ latest encyclical, Fratelli Tutti, he speaks
of the way in which we are all deeply connected and must
overcome the injustice of inequality together, “to provide
for the global common good, the elimination of hunger
and poverty and the sure defence of fundamental human
rights.”

THE TIES

Ever since the devastating
explosion which rocked Beirut on
Tuesday August 4, 2020, an already
precarious economy has been
tossed into freefall and life in the city
totally upended.

While sudden disasters aren't new
to the city of Beirut, the severity of
the explosion, which killed over 200
people and wounded over 5,000,
brought the city to its knees.

In all of this, the COVID-19 pandemic
has been a ‘threat multiplier;

further extending Beirut's already
over-stretched health system,
short-staffed hospitals and long
emergency waiting lists, with a new
influx of patients injured by the
explosion.

Through your support, the Caritas
network is on the ground providing
immediate emergency support and
relief. Our partners, Caritas Lebanon
and Catholic Relief Services, are
implementing home visits for

those wounded in the explosion, by
doctors and nurses.

Maher said the sound of the explosion
immediately brought back memories of
the July 2006 war with Israel, still fresh in
his mind. Maher is still in awe for having
survived the blast: “Thank God I left the
restaurant | was at and went outside to
check what was happening after | heard
the first explosion. Had | stayed inside |
would have died no doubt”.

“Despite the fact that the country is going
through difficult times financially and
economically, my business was doing
well. But now what? | lost everything.”

Maher has little hope about restarting his
hairdressing business and must start on
the long journey to rebuilding his home.

With his shop in ruins, Maher is still one
of the lucky ones: he is fortunate to have
his health and has hope that Lebanon can
rebuild beyond this crisis.

Tom Powell, the Founder of Red Dust
Healing, a cultural healing program
developed from an Indigenous
perspective, had already been working
with a team of ‘Deadly Dads’ on the NSW
South Coast before the bushfires last
year. Tom is training local communities
to facilitate their own workshops during
widespread drought, economic instability
and the impact of COVID-19.

“People are struggling with a lot of anxiety,
fear and trauma. Trauma is like the smoke
of the bushfire and so you can be affected
by smoke inhalation but the real issue is
dealing with it,” Tom says. “If you don't put
out the fire the smoke will reappear. And
the underlying factor to all that is dealing
with people’s rejection, with their abuse,

Ate Piday, Program Officer for

the Socio Pastoral Action Center
Foundation Inc (SPACFI) says that
the storm season has flattened
many homes in the Manide
community, destroying crops and
farm buildings for housing animals.

“People are in need of temporary
shelters, they also need clean
water, food, kitchenware and
hygiene kits” says Ate. “They

don’t have any functional power
and communications. The Manide
and other vulnerable families

are appealing for support and
assistance from the good people of
Australia.”

In the Philippines, a country prone to intense weather events, typhoon season is
devastating entire communities. Super Typhoon Goni, the most powerful storm of
2020, whipped across the eastern Philippines with tremendous force, destroying or
damaging houses and villages across the country.

A staggering 402,458 families were
affected across the Philippines, with

the powerful winds of 225 kilometres
destroying infrastructure in five

regions and across 183 municipalities.

Amongst the most vulnerable are the Manide Indigenous people who live in Camarines
Norte, a province located in the Bicol Region of Luzon, Philippines.

Thanks to the generosity of people like you, Caritas Australia’s partners on the ground,
including the Socio Pastoral Action Center Foundation Inc (SPACFI), NASSA/Caritas
Philippines and Caritas Caceres, have pre-positioned food packs ready for distribution
to the most affected parishes. Hot meals, rice, noodles and canned goods have been
provided to communities across the Philippines.

Looking to the future, Fr. Antonio Labiao, Executive Director of Caritas partner, NASSA,
says that one of the most immediate priorities is rebuilding or repairing homes for
thousands of families.

“The program includes shelter and livelihood projects,” Fr. Labiao said.
